Title IX provides that . . . 

ò[n]o person in the United States 

shall, on the basis of sex, be 

excluded from participation in, 

be denied the benefits of, or be 

subjected to discrimination 

under any education program 

or activity receiving Federal 

financial assistance . . . ò



Title IX Prohibits Sexual Harassment within 

the Scope of the Schoolõs Education 

Program or Activity



Sexual 

Harassment

106.30 Sexual Harassment means conduct on 
the basis of sex that satisfies one or more of 
the following: 

º An employee of the recipient conditioning 
the provision of an aid, benefit, or service of 
the recipient on an individualõs participation 
in unwelcome sexual conduct;

º Unwelcome conduct determined by a 
reasonable person to be so severe, 
pervasive, and objectively offensive that it 
effectively denies a person equal access to 
the recipientõs education program or 
activity; or

º òSexual assaultó as defined in 20 U.S.C. 
1092(f)(6)(A)(v), òdating violenceó as 
defined in 34 U.S.C. 12291(a)(10), òdomestic 
violenceó as defined in 34 U.S.C. 12291(a)(8), 
or òstalkingó as defined in 34 U.S.C. 
12291(a)(30).



Education 

Program or 

Activity

A schoolõs education program or activity 

includes locations, events, or 

circumstances over which the recipient 

exercised substantial control over both 

the respondent and the context in which 

the sexual harassment occurs, and also 

includes any building owned or 

controlled by a student organization that 

is officially recognized by a 

postsecondary institution.



Key Individuals



Parties

Complainant: an individual participating or attempting 

to participate in the schoolõs education program or 

activity who is alleged to be the victim of conduct that 

could constitute sexual harassment. 

Respondent: an individual who has been reported to be 

the perpetrator of conduct that could constitute sexual 

harassment.



Complainants and Respondents may be male or female, of 

the same gender as one another or different genders. 

Complainants and Respondents may be students, teachers, 

staff members, or anyone participating in or attempting to 

participate in the schoolõs education program



Title IX Coordinator: the responsible employee of the school with major 

responsibility for Title IX compliance efforts

Investigator: an individual who investigates formal complaints

Facilitator: an individual who facilitates the informal resolution process

Decision -Maker: an individual who conducts a hearing after a formal 

investigation and makes a ruling or an individual who reviews an appeal of 

a ruling and makes a ruling on the appeal

Advisors: Complainants and Respondents are permitted to have an advisor 

of his/her choice throughout the process. The advisor may be, but does not 

need to be, an attorney.

Informal Resolution*

*Not available if the Respondent is an employee and the Complainant is a student
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Remedies

Remedies must be designed to restore or preserve 

equal access to the schoolõs education program or 

activity. Such remedies may include òsupportive 

measuresó or discipline for Respondents only after a 

determination of responsibility for sexual 

harassment has been made against the 

Respondent. 



Supportive Measures

Non -disciplinary, non -punitive individualized services offered as appropriate, as reasonably 

available, and without fee or charge to the complainant or respondent before or after the 

filing of a formal complaint or where no formal complaint has been filed.

Examples: counseling, extensions of deadlines or other course -related adjustments, 

modifications of work or class schedules, campus escort services, mutual restrictions on 

contact between the parties, changes in work or housing locations, leaves of absence, 

increased security and monitoring of certain areas on campus, and other similar measures. 



Throughout the Processé

o The school must provide reasonably 
prompt time frames to complete the 

grievance process

o All evidence must be evaluated 
objectively

o Complainants and Respondents are to be 
treated equally throughout the process

o Respondents are presumed not 
responsible for the alleged conduct 
until a determination regarding 

responsibility is made at the 
conclusion of the grievance process

o All Title IX Coordinators, Investigators, 
Facilitators, and Decision -Makers must be 

properly trained
